Duties of Youth Protection Coordinator:
In April or May, find out what week Red Ribbon Week will be held and schedule the 3-Screen Motivational Production movie to be shown to each grade level.
In June or July, call MADD and see if it would be possible to have a crash car come out to the school during Red Ribbon Week (this service was not available from MADD last year due to the economy).
In September, meet with the school counselor who is in charge of Red Ribbon Week to get an idea of what trinkets they would like to order for the students.  Note that no candy can be ordered due to PISD restrictions.
Make sure that the pledges done by students are hung around the rotunda prior to Red Ribbon Week.

Order trinkets for students to be handed out during the week (one per each day).
Order three Grand Prizes to be drawn and given to one student from each grade level during lunch on the last day of Red Ribbon Week.  For the past 4 years, the prize has been a iPod backpack.

Try to schedule a guest speaker to come and talk to the students during lunch one day during Red Ribbon Week, i.e., police officer, counselor, ect.
